1.1 统⼀安装程序
从 SUSE Linux Enterprise Desktop 15 开始，安装媒体仅包含统⼀安装程序 - ⼀个⽤于安装、更
新和注册所有 SUSE Linux Enterprise 基础产品的精简系统。在安装期间，您可以通过选择要基
于统⼀安装程序安装的模块和扩展来添加功能。

1.2 脱机安装或者安装但不注册
默认安装媒体 SLE-15-SP7-Online-ARCH-GM-media1.iso 的⼤⼩已经过优化，不包含任何模块
和扩展。因此，安装过程中需要能够访问⽹络，以注册您的产品并检索模块和扩展的储存库数
据。
若要安装但不注册系统，请使⽤ https://www.suse.com/download/sled/  中的 SLE-15-
SP7-Full-ARCH-GM-media1.iso 映像，并参⻅《Deployment Guide》, 第 5 章
“Installation steps”, 第 5.6.3 节 “Installing without registration”获取相关说明。

确保设备的⼤⼩⾜以容纳所需的映像。可使⽤以下命令检查设备的⼤⼩：

在此⽰例中，设备的容量为 15 GB。对于 SLE-15-SP7-Full-ARCH-GM-media1.iso
使⽤的命令是：

在运⾏ dd 命令时，不得挂载该设备。请注意，分区中的所有数据都将被删除！

2 安装过程
要安装 SUSE Linux Enterprise Desktop，请从统⼀安装程序媒体引导⾄安装程序，然后开始安
装。
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2.1 语⾔、键盘和产品选择

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选择要安装的产品。您需有相应产品的注册码。本⽂档假设您已选择 SUSE Linux Enterprise
Desktop。单击下⼀步继续。

2.3 ⽹络设置

2.4 注册

要获取技术⽀持和产品更新，需要在 SUSE Customer Center 或本地注册服务器中注册并激活

如果您的组织提供了本地注册服务器，您也可以在该服务器中注册。激活通过本地 RMT 服

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跳过注册
如果您处于脱机状态，或想跳过注册过程，请激活跳过注册。单击确定接受警告，然后单
击下⼀步继续。

需要注册您的系统和扩展才能检索更新以及获得⽀持资格。仅当从 SLE-15-SP7-

2.5 扩展和模块选择

Development Tools Module

Python 3 Module

SUSE Linux Enterprise Workstation Extension

SUSE Package Hub
⽤于访问 openSUSE 社区维护的各个 SUSE Linux Enterprise Desktop 软件包。提供的这
些软件包不享有 L3 ⽀持，且不影响 SUSE Linux Enterprise Desktop 的受⽀持情况。有关

依赖项：Basesystem
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某些模块需要已安装其他模块。因此，在选择某个模块时，可能会⾃动选择其他模块来满⾜依

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2.9 时钟和时区

选择系统使⽤的时钟和时区。要⼿动调整时间或配置 NTP 服务器以保持时间的同步，请选
择其他设置。有关详细信息，请参⻅《Deployment Guide》, 第 5 章 “Installation steps”,
第 5.11 节 “Clock and time zone”。单击下⼀步继续。
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2.10 本地⽤⼾

要创建本地⽤⼾，请在⽤⼾的完整名称字段中输⼊姓⽒和名称，在⽤⼾名字段中输⼊登录名，
在⼝令字段中输⼊⼝令。
⼝令⾄少为 8 个字符，⽽且应包含⼤⼩写字⺟及数字。⼝令最⻓为 72 个字符，区分⼤⼩写。
出于安全考虑，强烈建议您不要启⽤⾃动登录。此外，也不应对系统管理员使⽤此⼝令，⽽应
在安装的下⼀步中提供⼀个单独的 root ⼝令。

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2.11 系统管理员 “root” 的⾝份验证

安装设置与该策略不兼容，系统将提⽰您进⾏相应修改。有些设置可以⾃动调整，其余设
置则需要⽤⼾输⼊信息。
启⽤安全性配置⽂件可让系统在⾸次引导时执⾏完整的 SCAP 修正。您也可以选择仅
扫描或不执⾏任何操作，稍后再使⽤ OpenSCAP ⼿动修正系统。有关详细信息，请

⽹络配置
显⽰当前⽹络配置。默认情况下，wicked ⽤于安装的服务器，NetworkManager ⽤于桌

Kdump
如果发⽣内核崩溃，Kdump 可将内存映像（“内核转储”）保存到⽂件系统中。如此，
您便可以通过调试转储⽂件来查找崩溃原因。Kdump 已预先配置好，默认处于启⽤状

默认 systemd ⽬标
SUSE Linux Enterprise Desktop 默认会引导⾄图形桌⾯。由于从命令⾏运⾏桌⾯系统并
不太符合常理，因此建议不要更改此设置。

系统
单击系统可查看详细的硬件信息。在随后显⽰的屏幕中，还可以更改内核设置，有关更

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2.13 开始安装

在安装设置屏幕上确定了系统配置后，单击安装。根据您做的软件选择，您可能需要先同意许
可协议，安装确认屏幕才会弹出。到⽬前为⽌，我们还未对您的系统进⾏任何更改。当您再次
单击安装后，安装过程即会开始。
